Children’s Research Center in the fight against 
chronic childhood diseases.  In 1992, 20-30 
established an endowment dedicated to 
improving the health and well being of children 
in Arizona.  The endowment was later named in 
memory of former club President Melody Luyties, 
who lost
her battle with cancer in 1999.  

Over the years, the 20-30 club has funded 
dozens of research projects at Steele including: 
hope for type 1 diabetics, lifesaving discoveries 
about early heart development to rescue babies 
afflicted with cardiac abnormalities and tackling 
a common type of cancerous tumor in children, 
neuroblastoma.

The Steele Children’s Research Center was named in 
honor of the late Horace W. Steele of Phoenix.  The 
Steele Foundation made a lead gift in 1990 to help 
build the Steele Center.  The Center is very proud 
that the Active 20-30 Club is a long time partner in 
our quest to create a better future for all children.
